Highlights from March’s Meeting

The chapter enjoyed is second meeting in our new “home” in the second-
floor meeting room at Thunder Tower Harley-Davidson. President Dave
Black expressed appreciation once again for the generosity of Thunder
Tower owner Gene Preston in allowing us to use his facility. In spite of the
wet weather (again!!!), there were 26 present at the meeting with two
guests among us: Terry Fish, a previous attendee, and Eric Halhober, of
radio station New-92. A moment of silence in memory of Bryan Goff was
observed.

Secretary JT Wright shared that the membership cards from International have not arrived yet. Also, the small badges
for vests are available at a cost $15 per badge, but we need a minimum order of 10 to place an order. Let him know if
you are interested in purchasing one. Treasurer Chip Brown said there was a balance of $2,989.91 at the end of Febru-
ary. Quartermaster Melda Scott is still waiting on rockers from International. Full sets of colors cost $75, and she has T-
shirts available for sale following the meetings. Director “Scottie” Scott is looking into other venues where we can sell
unsold ride pins from the Toys for Tots ride in an effort to help the chapter recoup some of the money spent on the pins.

Members were reminded that current and past issues of the chapter’s newsletter are available on the chapter’s website
at www.blueknightscl.org as well as an up-to-date ride calendar. In view of the US Postal Service’s announcement of
an increase in postage in May 2009 and the high-cost of printing supplies, members were encouraged to opt out of re-
ceiving a printed copy of the newsletter and read it online. Members will receive an e-mail each month to notify them
when a new newsletter has been posted on the site. Those who have not done so, but are willing to read the newsletter
on the website and not receive a printed copy, can let Bill McKinzie know.

Each December, the Christian Motorcycle Association (CMA) assists the Blue Knights with parking, etc., during the Toys
for Tots ride. The chapter now has an opportunity to respond to that kindness by supporting their CMA Food Run on
Sunday, March 29. Members of the Blue Knights plan to meet at McDonalds at Highway 378 and I-26 (near Lexington
Medical Center) at 1:00pm that day and ride as a group to the official starting point for the CMA run. Each rider needs to
bring non-perishable foods to donate. It was moved, seconded, and passed for the chapter to further show support of
this effort by donating $100 towards the purchase of non-perishable food items, which will then be donated at the ride.

Guest Eric Hahober, who is the Marketing Coordinator for the Colulmbia Radio Group (which represents New-92 Coun-
try, spoke for a moment about raising awareness and money for a future charity bike ride, partnered with the Carolina
Ale House. President Black will bring this before the E-Board for consideration.

In regard to new business, President Black appointed “Scottie” Scott to chair the By-Laws Committee. Two or three other
members will also be asked to serve on this committee. Tom Vacula was also “volunteered” to make coffee for the meet-
ings each month. The club will be responsible for the cost of coffee and supplies.
