Blue Knights were represented on two different evenings at the annual Cops-On-the-Roof charity event at Krispy Kreme 
in Cayce this past month.  

New Business 

In regard to the Cops-4-Foster Kids event, President Dave Black asked for volunteers to help distribute and maintain a 
supply of flyers at bike shops and other locations where bikers might see them. Volunteers need to let Bill McKinzie 
know where they will distribute the flyers they take so there will not be duplication of efforts. 

Each year, BK SC-1 has held a “Friendship Ride” to area retirement homes. This year’s event was scheduled for August 
30, but it was decided to reschedule this event in September for better participation. (Editor’s note: Ride now changed 
to Aug. 29) Lewis Marshall, who is involved in the Therapy Dog program, has been receiving inquiries from the staff 
members at the retirement homes in the hopes of another visit from Blue Knights this year.
