This program is designed to
keep at-risk youth off the streets and out of gangs. Since our Chapter had previously made plans for the after-
meeting ride, a hat was passed and members made contributions. (Editor’s note: $65 was collected at the meeting,
and the Chapter donated $35, for a donation of $100.)

New members who joined during the last quarter of the
year (October/November/December) do not need to pay dues for 2010, as the dues they paid at joining covered the
new year.

Treasurer
The Chapter began the month of October with a balance of $2,888.74. Income for the month totaled $127, and ex-
penses totaled $780 ($655 of this was for the ride pins for the Toys-for-Tots ride, and should be recovered through
sales), with an ending balance of $2,235.74.

The Toys-for-Tots ride pins are in and available for sale.

Old Business

Planning for the Toys-for-Tots ride has been challenging this year. The Pepsi-Cola plant has requested that we not use
the front of their facility, and since they have purchased the house and property toward the back, it's possible that the
food, the DJ, and the porta-potties will be located there. We are waiting to find out if the plant will be running that Sun-
day. The Colonial Center and the Koger have shows on December 6th, so parking is not available this year. JT Wright
has contacted Colonial Insurance, and they have authorized the use of their parking lot. Also with this new location, the
parade permit had to be changed, but due to road conditions not suitable for motorcycles, we may have to request a
change again. The Christian Motorcycle Association (CMA) once again offered to assist the chapter during this event.
There are plans to put out stakes to designate no-parking areas, set up trash cans, etc., on Saturday before the event.

The E-Board presented the following proposed amendments to the By-Laws, which passed unanimously after vote by
the membership present:

" Article Ill, Section 3.02—Directors: In addition to their normal duties, Directors will serve in the capacity of Ser-

geant-of-Arms for all Blue Knights SC-1 meetings, events, rides, and official club functions. Their duties will be to
resolve any disruption, outburst and misconduct, to include escorting person or persons out of meetings, events,
rides and all official club functions.
Article VII, Section 7.06—Wearing of Colors: As a Blue Knights chapter and a member of Blue Knights Interna-
tional, we are always expected to represent our club with honor and pride. The official Blue Knights colors on a
vest (top rocker, center crest, bottom rocker) will only be worn at meetings, events, rides and official club func-
tions. Persons deemed violating this section will be subject to official club suspension and non-refunding of
dues.
