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MYRTLE BEACH MOTORCYCLE LAWS  
GO INTO EFFECT SATURDAY, FEBRUARY 28 

In an effort by the city of Myrtle Beach to get rid of the two May motorcycle rallies, nine new laws go into effect Satur-
day, February 28. City crews have posted signs at the eight major intersections to the city announcing motorcycle and 
mo-ped riders will be required to wear helmets and eye protection. Violation of this ordinance carries a $100 fine. Also, 
no more than two motorcycles will be allowed in a public parking space. Violation of this ordinance is considered a mis-
demeanor and carries a fine of up to $500 and/or 30 days in jail upon conviction. And, of course, there is the Noise Ordi-
nance amendment. For a complete listing of the new laws, check out Myrtle Beach’s Local Government Page on the web 
at www.cityofmyrtlebeach.com/newordinances.html. Remember, these new ordinances will be in effect year round—not 
just during the month of May and will apply only inside the city limits of Myrtle Beach.
