Dave Black is working on
getting walkie-talkies for use at the event. Tom Vacula will contact “Santa” (Phil Kuzlik) about joining us that day. Also,
the Columbia Police Department is discouraging the throwing of candy along the parade route in an effort to keep chil-
dren from darting out into the street.
