HIGHLIGHTS FROM MARCH’'S MEETING

Members of Blue Knights SC-1 were ready for weather nice enough for riding,
especially after the cancellation of last month’s meeting due to snow, with 29
present at the March 13th meeting. Before the meeting was called to order,
there was an opportunity for Knights to visit with one another, to purchase
merchandise from the Quartermaster, and to secure tickets for the door
prize and 50/50 drawings.

President Bill McKinzie introduced new BK-SC1 applicant John Yarbor-
ough to those present. John is employed at the SC Criminal Justice Acad-
emy.

The Ride Committee met in February to work out the 2010 ride schedule.
The schedule of proposed rides has been posted on the chapter’'s website
(www.blueknightscl.org). Members are encouraged to check the calendar
often for the most current updates.

Treasurer Chip Brown reminded the group that with the cancellation of the
February meeting due to snow, there was no income or expenditures reported for that month. However, the report for
January showed a beginning balance of $4016.74, income of $818, and expenditures of $1095, for an ending balance of
$3814.74.

In the absence of Quartermaster Melda Scott, Dick Scott reported that the new ball caps have arrived and are $10 each.
Also, new colors will be ordered and should be available in about a month. In regard to having long-sleeve white shirts
embroidered with the chapter’s logo, a minimum order of 12 items is required. Currently, we have eight shirts, and need
four more. Members who would like to have a shirt embroidered, should bring one to the next meeting.

BK-SC1 received two letters recently. The first, from the head of the area’s Marine Corps Toys for Tots Foundation,
thanking Blue Knights SC-1 for its contribution to Toys for Tots, not only by hosting the annual motorcycle parade, but for
our monetary contribution of $1886. The second letter, along with a $25 check to help with postage expenses, was from
Lewis Kelly, Vice-Chairman of the Southern Regional Conference, thanking us for sending him a copy of our chapter’s
monthly newsletter.

Old Business

The membership was reminded of the upcoming Spring 2010 Weekend for the Southern Regional Conference from April
29 to May 2 in Venice, Florida. There are currently seven members who plan to attend. This event will be hosted by the
Florida chapters and promises to be lots of fun, as well as a wonderful opportunity to meet fellow Blue Knights from
throughout the United States.

Jeanne’ and Dave Crump will host the sixth annual Murphy Ride during the Memorial Day weekend. Plans call for the
group traveling to Murphy on Friday, May 28th, and returning to the Columbia area on Monday, May 31st. Jeanne’
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prepared packets of information about cabin rentals in the Murphy, NC, area. She plans to e-mail the membership infor-
mation about group rates for motels/hotels up there as well (see article on page 4).

An interest in small, individual bike flags was expressed in the past. Inmediate Past-President Dave Black investigated
the cost of such flags and discovered that masts for the flags were not available through the flag supplier. Because of the
difference is makes and models of motorcycles, individuals would have to purchase their flag masts. Also, Dave shared
that BK-SC1 has one chapter flag. It was made out of colors and is very thick and heavy, making it impossible to fold for
storage. President McKinzie asked Dave to get a quote on having a 3'x5’ chapter made out of flag material.

There is to be an air show at Shaw Air Force Base on Saturday, April 10. A brief discussion ensued as to whether the
chapter would be interested in attending that as the after-meeting ride. Some of the problems that could be encountered
were that the base required all motorcycle riders to wear long sleeves as well as helmets, and riding with sneakers on
base is not allowed. Tom Miller would check to see if reflective vests were required (as they are on Ft. Jackson). Bill
McKinzie will get information out to the chapter as to whether or not it is feasible to attend this event, or just continue with
the currently scheduled after-meeting ride to Shealy’s Barbecue in Batesburg-Leesville.
